 ‘LEICESTERSHIRE’S POLITICAL LEADERS ASKED ABOUT 500 METRE BUFFER ZONE’

The three Leaders of the political groups that make up the current Leicestershire County Council, the Leaders of the Conservative Group, Labour Group and the Liberal Democratic Group have been written to by the Minorca Opencast Protest Group as it continues its campaign to draw attention to the lack of a 500 metre buffer zone around future opencast sites in Leicestershire.

“It is important for each of the political groups to indicate whether they would back a proposal to reconsider Leicestershire’s Mineral Planning Policy. As we have already argued, we want the people of Leicestershire to enjoy the same degree of protection as that enjoyed by those living in Scotland and Wales” 

said Steve Leary, MOPG’s Chairman, who also went on to say
“ As we get nearer to the date of UK Coal’s submission for permission to work an opencast mine at the Minorca site near Measham, we are alerting the politicians, who will make the initial decision over this proposal, on some of the crucial issues surrounding this application. We know that the three volume submission document is due soon, perhaps before June 4th. It would therefore be of great interest to MOPG members, and other voters in Leicestershire, if we knew the views of the political groups on LCC about whether a 500 metre buffer zone is necessary.
