Look out for a Soapbox at Mary’s Corner in Measham on the next two Saturday mornings, the 5th and 12th of September from 10.00 -12.00 as the Minorca Opencast Protest Group (MOPG) takes its campaign to stop plans to opencast the Minorca to the streets of Measham. This will mark the beginning of series of events where MOPG will be encouraging people to join the campaign. 

Steve Leary, the man planning to be on the Soapbox said

“ With three important meetings coming up that will help to decide the future local character of the area, it is crucial for MOPG to get its message out that this opencast mine proposal, which very few people actually want, can be stopped. This is why we are taking to the streets, so that we can get our message across and encourage more people to support our campaign and help stop this proposal. Most importantly we will be encouraging as many people as possible to go to the Public Meeting in St Laurence’s Church Hall at 7.00pm on Thursday 17th September.”
The other event for local people is a Campaign Meeting in St Laurence’s Church Hall from 7.30 to 9.30 on Monday, September 7th which will be organising leaflet drops, providing advice on writing letters, organising lobbying activity, discussing fund raising ideas and developing ideas on how to use the media. Anyone interested in stopping these plans can just drop in to see how they can help. The Campaign Meeting will organise how to get people to two important meetings on Thursday 10th September. The first is a meeting of the Leicestershire County and Rutland Primary Health Care Trust at 2.00 pm in Enderby. This will be discussing MOPG’s request for a Health Impact Assessment on UK Coal’s Minorca Proposal. The second meeting on that day is at 7.00 pm again in St Laurence’s Church Hall, where Measham Parish Council will be discussing correspondence from MOPG about the need for a 500 metre buffer zone, for winter site photographs and the need to organise a Public Debate on UK Coal’s Minorca proposal.
