The first person to publically state his opposition to the prospect of there being an opencast mine on the old Minorca Pit site near Measham is to be the main speaker at the protest meeting at St Laurence’s Church Hall, High Street, Measham, on Wednesday August 5th at 7.30pm. David Taylor M.P. a long time opponent of continuous applications that have been made for opencast sites in North West Leicestershire, first made is opposition known about this proposal back in August 2008, when he vowed to work vigorously with any group that was formed to oppose this application.
