    UNANIMOUS VOTE – NO TO MINORCA
The Planning Committee of North West Leicester District Council unanimously voted to object in principle to UK Coal’s planning application for an opencast mine on the Minorca site near Measham.  After a relatively short debate, and being addressed by three opponents to the scheme, Councillors Richard Blunt representing Appleby and Jason Summerfield representing Measham and Steve Leary speaking for the Minorca Opencast Protest Group, the Committee had no hesitation in throwing out the recommendation not to object that had been put before them.

MOPG members were overjoyed at the outcome of the vote, especially at the unanimous vote.
After being confirmed at the meeting of NWLDC’s Cabinet, on the 20th October, this objection will be sent to Leicestershire County Council. North West Leicester District Council will then join a growing list of bodies representing local public opinion who are opposed to this application.
