MINORCA AND CLIMATE CHANGE PROTESTERS TO BE GIVEN CONTINENTAL EXPOSURE
The protest over UK Coal’s Minorca opencast mine application is to be told to television audiences in Belgium and Switzerland. A television crew working for the following television stations RTBF TV (Belgium), TSR TV (Switzerland) and TV5 TV are coming to do a news story linked to the Copenhagen Climate Change Conference on Wednesday 2nd December. They are aware of a current surge of opencast mining applications in Britain and they want to see what the effect of such an application could be on local people.
Their visit coincides with Climate Change campaigners who are also visiting the site who to highlight the Copenhagen Conference. Riders taking part in the Climate Chains Cycle Ride to participate in the Wheels to the Wave event in London on December 5th, in support of the Copenhagen Conference, are also visit the Minorca site on Wednesday morning. They are visiting sites of ‘climate crimes’ on their way to London. Two teams of riders are setting out on December 1st; one team from Bradford and the team who are to visit Minorca, from Manchester. This team are visiting Radcliffe Power Station and Eon’s headquarters as well as Minorca on their way to London. They are also taking the opportunity to link up with members of the Ibstock Does Climate Change Group who will travel with them to the Minorca site on Wednesday. So expect to see a small crowd of people along Bosworth Road at or near Valley Farm around 10.00 am on Wednesday morning.
