PR 45) CALLS FOR A BY-ELECTION IN NORTH WEST LEICESTERSHIRE TO GET AN AIRING ON THE BBC2 DAILY POLITICS PROGRAMME.

A team from the BBC2 Daily Politics programme has been busy in North West Leicestershire today interviewing Steve Leary from MOPG and some of the Prospective Parliamentary Candidates on the need for a by-election in the constituency of the late David Taylor MP. The programme, due to be broadcast tomorrow, will report on where the candidates for the Conservative Party, Andrew Bridgen, the Labour Party, Ross Wilmott and the Liberal Democrats, Paul Reynolds stand on this issue.

Steve Leary was also interviewed on why the Minorca Opencast Protest Group had asked for a by-election. In the interview Steve explain that the premature death of David Taylor had left the campaign in a vulnerable position as important questions, which David had been asking Ed Milliband the Secretary of State for Energy and Climate Change, remained unanswered. The questions involved current ambiguities over the Government’s Coal Policy, which might allow UK Coal plc to claim that an official target for domestic coal production exists. If they were to make this claim at any time between now and when Leicestershire County Council determine this application, it might overcome all the objections that have been made. David’s questions, which can be downloaded from our website mopg.co.uk, were designed to clear up any matter of ambiguity on this issue.

Steve went on to say that so far no responses had been received by those working in David Taylor’s offices and that soon these offices will be closed.  Then the campaign would lack direct means by which to put pressure to get a response to the questions David was asking. Then, only by joining in calls for a by-election, can MOPG keep up the pressure to get answers to David’s questions. If we are successful then a newly elected member can take up this issue which is so important to us and was to David.

The item is due to be broadcast between 12.00 -12.30 tomorrow (5/2/10) on BBC 2 Daily Politics programme.
